Articulation Overview: Graduates from Clark State Community College who have followed and completed the
prescribed program and are accepted into the College of Nursing will receive applicable transfer credit towards
the RN to BSN Program as outlined in the charts below.

Prerequisites Requirements:

Most students will have completed the majority of the pre-requisite requirements in their associate degree
program. If not all pre-requisites are complete a student may be admitted to begin the RN to BSN program
immediately; however, successful completion of all pre-requisite courses is required to obtain the BSN degree.
Completion of pre-requisites while enrolled in the RN to BSN program may prolong the time to degree. Not all
pre-requisites are offered at the University of Cincinnati at all times in an online format. The pre-requisite
courses can be completed at any regionally accredited institution and transferred to the University of Cincinnati
to fulfill the requirement.
