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History Transfer Program

Students who complete an Associate of Arts (AA) degree at Clark State
Community College may transfer into the Bachelor of Arts in History at Antioch
College. Students should verify their Satisfactory Academic Progress (SAP)
requirements with the financial aid office at Clark State before pursuing classes outside
of their AA degree requirements. Students at Clark State who have questions about the
transferability of specific courses should contact the Registrar at Antioch College at
registrar@antiochcollege.edu.
